Gilmore Car Museum
The Gilmore Car Museum is an ideal place for taking pictures of vintage cars.  The Gilmore allows tripods, is very friendly about moving identification signs and doesn’t have any ropes or barriers around the cars.  Lighting like most museums is challenging, but at least the colors aren’t too hard to balance.  My suggestion is to bring a wide angle; and maybe throw in a macro lens for some of the details.  And bring the tripod, you might be able to shoot hand held, but I usually use a tripod.  A polarizer might be useful too.
The Gilmore is broken up into quite a few separate buildings, and includes a vintage diner, with decent food.  There is also a snack bar where you may be able to get water.  I’d consider bringing a water bottle with you and/or a snack.

While there are a few places to sit, expect that you will be on your feet most of the day.  So good walking shoes are a necessity.  Fortunately all of the buildings are easy to access as well.

Getting There

I decided to broaden our experience a bit.  So the trip is broken down into a few stops.

A. Lincoln Park Sears

You know the place, meet up time is 8:00 AM Saturday 7/19.  
B. Sweetwater’s Donut Mill (95 minutes) 

After 95 minutes in the car, I need a coffee and at least one donut.  Sweetwater’s is one of the dozen best donut shops in the country.  Says so right on their delivery truck.  They are so good people (including me) get them shipped all over the country.  They make Tim Horton’s, Dukin’ Donuts, and Krispy Kreme seem like week old grocery store donuts the mice wouldn’t eat.  The coffee isn’t bad either.
